Your Chance To Come Clean!
Ok now’s your chance –hands up who’s got a dog or cat? You think the world of them right? –You feed them, you walk them –maybe they even got a smart diamante collar for Christmas? But when was the last time you got them vaccinated???
It’s a sad fact that 45% of dogs and 54% of cats over the age of 2 years old are unvaccinated! Perhaps you didn’t know they needed an annual booster jab or maybe you spoke to the dog expert (eejit!) in the park on a walk who said vaccines are the devils own work and they don’t need them?
The sad facts are we saw an alarming increase in Parvo-virus cases last year as a consequence of poor vaccination levels in the canine population around Runnymede. This dreadful disease causes explosive bloody vomiting and diarrhoea, which despite all the treatment we can throw at it, can progress to septicaemia and death in a short time period. It is so easily protected against with regular vaccination –these really are senseless deaths! 
The vaccine contains protection against up to 7 diseases in dogs –parvo, distemper, hepatitis, parainfluenza, corona virus and 2 types of leptospirosis (can be caught from rats wee in waterways). Cats can very effectively be protected against 2 types of cat flu and feline leukaemia –a deadly virus which can lead to cancer. 

The annual jab is only half the story really –seeing your pet annually allows the vet to give them a full M.O.T. and pick up age related changes that would otherwise go unnoticed such as subtle weight loss, heart murmurs or painful arthritis. It’s a chance to get those lumps checked, nails clipped and if we’re really lucky we might get to empty their anal glands –your vets least favourite job! 
That’s why March 2008 is officially “Vaccine Amnesty Month” a nationwide campaign has been launched to raise awareness of the problem and encourage pet owners to go to their vets and restart the vaccination course –usually 2 injections 2 or 3 weeks apart –they’ll get the full once over and the second injection will be absolutely free to get them back on track and fully protected.
